1 Where do our languages come from? This can be a very difficult question to answer.
Some of the world’s languages do not have a clear *origin. One such language 1s
Japanese. The Japanese language of today is the “daughter” of classical Japanese, called
kobun in Japan. But where did kobun come from? It is almost impossible to answer.
This is because Japanese is a “lonely” language. It seems to have no “sisters”. Even in
areas near Japan, there is no language that is close to Japanese. So it is very difficult to

imagine its “mother” language.

2 Unlike Japanese, the origin of English is much better known. This is because
English is not as (7)isolated as Japanese. Until the 17th century, it was thought that
English came from *Latin, the classical language of Europe, and that Latin came from

*Greek, and Greek from *Hebrew.

3 Things changed at the end of the 18th century. In 1778, the British man Sir Wilham
Jones went to India as a lawyer. He had a great talent for studying languages. At
university, he studied more than 20 languages and wrote a grammar book of a West Asian
language. For him, learning languages was more interesting than anything else. He
studied not only modern languages like French and German, but also old languages like

Greek and Latin.

4  After he began working in India, he learned about *Sanskrit, a very old Indian
language used widely until the 13th century. By the 18th century, Sanskrit was not
spoken any more, but it still was a very important classical language in India. For Jones,
learning Sanskrit was not easy because each word has many different forms. However,
he soon became interested in it because it was a language that was even older than Greek
and Latin. While he was reading Sanskrit, Jones realized he could understand many of

its words. It was so strange because he was reading Sanskrit for the first time in his life.

5 When he was looking carefully at each word in three classical languages (Greek,
Latin, and Sanskrit), he noticed something: They looked like each other! (A )That was
unbelievable. Ifyou look at a map of the world, Europe and India are very far from each
other. At that time, it took several months to travel from Europe to India. However,
the languages spoken in these areas actually were not very different. Then he got an
excellentidea. He thought, “Maybe all these languages are ‘sisters’. Perhaps they were
born from one ‘mother’ language.” In 1786 he gave a famous lecture in *Calcutta on his

discovery about languages. His point was as follows:

® FEuropean and Indian languages have the same “mother”. That means

they all come from one very old language.
® The “mother” language was so old that there was no written record

of it.

6 In the centuries that followed, his discovery excited many language researchers.
The lost old language was named Proto-Indo-European. Since then, people have tried to
understand the mysterious lost language. Now we have found out a lot about Proto-Indo-
European and its “daughter” languages. For example, Latin is one “daughter” of Proto-
Indo-European and it is also the “mother” of modern Italian, French, and Spanish.
Now we know English was not born from Latin. Its closest “sisters” are West Germanic
languages such as German and Dutch. Even today, more than 200 years after Jones’s
time, new discoveries about Proto-Indo-European and its “daughter” languages are often

reported.
